Message from the Chairman
of the Board of Directors

Dear friends,

I am pleased to present to you the Annual Report of the Veolia Foundation which sums up its activities
in 2005. The Veolia Foundation has now been operating for three years and in that time has managed
to enter the areas of environmental protection, education and training. Primarily when developing
activities pertaining to education we have constantly felt the necessity to enhance the Foundation’s
activity in the social area too. We have constantly encountered the problem of adaptation of young
persons coming from institutional facilities to independent life. An extensive mapping of this situation
led us to the conclusion that on an annual basis a large number of clients leave institutional facilities
after having reached full legal age but lack any subsequent safeguards. A response to this persistent
social problem was the origination of the Veolia Foundation’s “Step into Life” project aimed at providing
equal opportunities for these young people which in
2005 was offered to children’s homes in the Czech
Republic. Last year the first young people
received assistance in establishing a material
background and were also offered human
support.

Krok do zivota

V roce 2005 Nadacni fond Veolia zalozil vlastni pro-
jekt ,Krok do Zivota®“, jehoz cilem je podat pomoc
nou ruku a usnadnit mladym lidem prvni kroky po
odchoduzdétskéhodomova. Ve spolupracis détsky-
mi domovy a méstskymi ufady fond zmapoval situ-
aci v regionech, kde spolecnost Veolia Voda pUsobi.
Nadacni fond se zaméril na mladé lidi, kteri dosah-
nou plnoletosti a bez ohledu na jejich dalsi zajisténi
museji opustit détsky domov. Fond nabidl projekt
,Krok do zZivota“ celkem 200 détskym domoviam.
Ve spolupraci s mésty fond zajistuje mladym lidem
bydleni — prvni samostatny domov. Na kazdého
klienta projektu dohlizi kmotr, ktery svym lidskym
pfistupem pomaha zdolat prvni nesnadné zacatky
samostatného zivota. Nadacni fond Veolia také na-
pomaha pfi hledani pracovniho uplatnéni, nabizi a
konzultuje s klientem moZznosti zvyseni kvalifikace.

Socially beneficial projects

Step into Life

In 2005 the Veolia Foundation launched its own
project, “Step into Life”, whose objective is to
lend a helping hand and ease the burden for
young people when they take their first steps
upon leaving children’s homes. In cooperation
with children’s homes and municipal authorities,
the Foundation mapped the situation in regions
where Veolia Water operates. It focused on
young people who have reached full legal age
and irrespective of their further security have
to leave children’s homes. The Foundation
addressed some 200 children’s homes and
offered them participation in the project. “Step
into Life” provides assistance to young people in
order to facilitate their first independent steps.
In cooperation with municipalities, the project’s
clients are provided with housing —the first home
of their own. All clients are assigned sponsors
whose humane approach helps them overcome
the first difficulties they face in independent
life. The sponsors assist during job seeking,
offer to and consult with clients’ possibilities of
qualification improvements. They lend a helping

hand in overcoming the troubles of everyday life.
Within the project, last year a boy from Most
was helped. In cooperation with the Municipality
of Most, he was allotted a flat. The Veolia
Foundation helped to provide basic furnishings.
In the last quarter of 2005 the Foundation
launched cooperation with the Municipality of
Usti nad Labem and the Bethel Half-Way House
in Litoméfice, which represents the first home
for many of its clients. The Municipality of Usti
nad Labem allocated for Step into Life three
dwelling units in which the project’s clients
from the Usti nad Labem region will be housed
after taking part in the programme of the Bethel
Half-way House. The Foundation also established
successful cooperation with the Half-way House
in Dubenec in the Central Bohemian region.
The Veolia Foundation will continue to pay great
attention to the Step into Life project in 2006 too.
Its aim is to contribute to resolving the persistent
social problem of adaptation of young people
from children’s homes to independent life.



Zaostreno na zivot

V lonském roce byla obnovena spoluprace s Nadaci
Terezy Maxové. Nadacni fond Veolia v zavéru roku
financné podporil vanocni koncert, jehoz vytézek
byl vénovan détem z détskych domovd. Nadacni
fond Veolia spolu s Nadaci Terezy Maxové pfipravil
pro mladistvé z détskych domovll vzdélavaci pro-
gram ,Zaostfeno na Zivot“. Nadace Terezy Maxové
provedla v roce 2005 specializovany prizkum, kte-
ry mél zjistit Uroven vzdélanosti déti z 85 détskych
domovd celé Ceské republiky. Z vyzkumu vyplynu-
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lo, Ze 30 % déti navstévuje Specialni a zvlastni sko-
lu, 22 % se |éci s disfunkcnimi a jinymi poruchami
uceni a jen 1,2 % studuje stredni skolu a dokonce
0,3 % vysokou Skolu. Prlizkum ukazal, jak ddlezité
jsou vzdélavaci kurzy pro mladé lidi, ktefi opous-
teji détské domovy. Cilem programu, kterého se
mohou Ucastnit mladi lidé, ktefi dosahli 17 let, je
rozvoj dovednosti nezastupitelnych pfi planovani
vlastni budoucnosti, pfi rozhodovani o dilezitych
zivotnich krocich a pfi vstupu do zameéstnani.

Dalsi socialni a vseobecné prospésné projekty

V roce 2005 pokracovala spoluprace s Jedlickovym dstavem v Praze a s Ustavem socialni péce STOD. Na-
dacnifond také pfispél na kulturni akci pro handicapované déti z celé CR ,Déti détem*, ktera se pravidelné
kona na Zofiné pod patronaci manzelky pana prezidenta.

Focused on Life

Last year cooperation with the Tereza Maxova
Foundation was resumed. At the end of 2005
the Veolia Foundation financially supported a
Christmas concert whose proceeds were donated
to children from children’s homes. The Veolia
Foundation and the Tereza Maxova Foundation
prepared for teenagers from children’s homes the
educational programme entitled “Focused on Life”.
In 2005 the Tereza Maxova Foundation carried
out specialised research aimed at ascertaining
the education level of children from 85 children’s
homes throughout the Czech Republic. The
research revealed that 30% of children attend

special schools for the

educationally subnormal, 22%

are treated for dysfunctional and other learning
disorders, merely 1.2% study at secondary schools
and 0.3% are university students. The research
proved the crucial importance of educational
courses for young people leaving children’s
homes. The objective of the programme, in which
young people who have reached 17 years of age
can participate, is to develop skills essential for
planning their own future, taking decisions about
momentous steps in life and entering a job.

Other socially and generally beneficial projects

In 2005 cooperation continued with the Prague-based Jedlicka Institute and the STOD Institute for
Social Care. The Veolia Foundation also contributed to a cultural event for disabled children throughout
the Czech Republic, “Children for Children®, which has regularly taken place at Prague’s Zofin under the

auspices of the President’s wife.



Ekologické projekty

Vratme prirodé, co ji patri

S cilem prispét ke zlepSeni naseho Zivotniho pro-
stfedi, podporil Nadacni fond Veolia projekty
Ceského rybafského svazu (CRS), které jsou za-
meéfeny na navrat Uhorl a losost do nasich rek.
Losos atlantsky obecny byl az donedavna v Ceské
republice povazovan za vyhynuly druh. Intenzivni
zasahy clovéka do jeho Zivotniho prostfedi mu
znemoznily realizovat jeho pfirozeny zivotni cyklus,
a nasledkem toho z ceskych fek vymizel.

a moravskych fek ryby, které tady drive Zily. Projekt
CRS predpoklada pravidelné vysazovani pladku
lososa do ceskych fek nejméné po dobu 10 let.
Za toto obdobi se predpoklada postupné navraceni
pravidelnych tah( lososa k pfirozenému vytéru do
rek na ceském tzemi — povodi Kamenice, Ploucnice
a Ohre, a moznost dalsiho ziskani jedincli pro umély
vytér lososa na podporu obnovy populace lososa
v Ceskych fekach. Podobné tak u thore Ficniho je
alarmujici nejen jeho celkova pocetnost, ale také
trend setrvalého a prudkého poklesu pocetnosti
populace. Z tohoto dlvodu byl ihof zafazen do cer-
veného seznamu ohrozenych druhd. Je proto tfeba
zabezpecit dostatek mladych thofll v evropskych
fekach, jednak vysazovanim monté do vhodnych
mist, tak i podporou pfirozenych migraci.

Environmental projects

Let’s Give Back to Nature What Belongs to It

With the aim to contribute to improving our
environment, the Veolia Foundation supported
projects of the Czech Fishing Union (CFU) focused
on returning eels and salmon to our rivers. Until
recently, the Atlantic salmon was considered an
extinct species in the Czech Republic. Owing to in-
tensive human interventions into its environment,
it was prevented from fulfilling its natural lifecycle
and subsequently disappeared from Czech and
Moravian rivers. The greatest blame for this was
down to the building of transversal structures in
watercourses the fish were not able to overcome
during migrations to spawning grounds, and also
significant river pollution. At the present time,
Veolia Water operates in the Czech Republic more
than 400 wastewater treatment plants that have
improved the quality of river water. Under the slo-
gan “Let’s Give Back to Nature What Belongs to It*,
the Veolia Foundation wants to restore in Czech

and Moravian rivers fish that formerly lived here.
The CFU’s project entails regular restocking of
salmon embryos into rivers in the Czech Republic
for at least 10 years. Over this period the project is
expected to result in regular migrations of salmon
to natural spawning grounds in rivers in the Czech
Republic’s territory —the Kamenice, Ploucnice and
Ohre basins —as well as the possibility of attaining
individuals for artificial salmon spawning in order
to recover the salmon population in Czech and
Moravian rivers. Similarly alarming in the case of
the eel is the trend of continual and rapid decline
of the eel population. For this reason, eels were
included in the red list of endangered species.
Therefore, it is necessary to ensure a sufficient
quantity of young eels in European rivers both by
means of restocking glass eels in suitable places
and supporting natural migration.

Conferences and seminars

The Veolia Foundation participated in organising conferences pertaining to water management, PPP pro-
jects and fulfilment of EU standards. It supported, for example, the ,Kommunal“ conference in Prague and
the ,Watter supply and sewerage system operating” conference in Brno organised by SOVAK.



Vzdélavaci programy pro déti a mladez

Nadacni fond Veolia podobné jako v predchozich
letech pokracoval v nastoupené cesté podpory
osvétovych a vzdélavacich programl pro déti.
Spoluprace se ZS se rozvijela jak v oblasti vychovy,
tak v podpore vztahu k prirodé. V roce 2005 po-
kracoval vzdélavaci projekt ,Tajemstvi vody: Do
dalsich zakladnich skol, hlavné na Kralovehradecku,
byly rozdany ucebni pomacky ,vodni kuffik“ . Tato
,prenosna laborator*, vytvorena odborniky z Veolia
Voda, slouzi détem k praktickym pokusdim s vodou
a umoznuje jim lépe poznat zakonitosti prirody.
V Ceské republice Veolia Voda rozdala pres 1200
kufrikG. Dale se rozvijela spoluprace v projektu
»Ziva voda pro obec” se sdruzenim pro ekologickou
vychovu Tereza. Rovnéz souteze, které nadacnifond
pravidelné pofadal pro zaky ZS, maji za cil podpofit
u déti citlivy vztah k vodé a Zivotnimu prostredi.
Podobné tak Klub vodnich strazci, jenz fond vede
jiz Sestym rokem, chce zabavné poucnou formou
seznamit déti s vodohospodarskou tématikou
a probouzet v nich ekologické citéni. Vice nez 800
clend klubu dostava nékolikrat do roka klubovy

Casopis a dalsi tisténé materialy. Velké mnozstvi
informaci a zabavy najdou déti také na webovych
strankach klubu —www.klub.pvk.cz.

Nadacni fond v roce 2005 nezapomnél ani na pod-
poru vysokoskolské mladeze. Jako posledni roky
i vloni prisp€l na studentskou védec
kou ¢innost VSCHT v Praze.

Educational programmes for children and youths

Just like in previous years, the Veolia Foundation
continued to pursue the path of supporting edi-
fication and education programmes for children.
Cooperation with primary schools has developed
both in the area of education and promotion of a
positive relationship to nature. In 2005 the “Water
Secrets” educational programme continued. “Wa-
ter Box” teaching aids were distributed to other pri-
mary schools, mainly in the Hradec Kralové region.
This “portable laboratory”, the brainchild of Veolia
Water specialists, serves for children’s practical ex-
periments with water and allows them to better
learn the laws of nature. In the Czech Republic Ve-
olia Water distributed more than 1,200 boxes. The
Veolia Foundation further developed cooperation
with the Tezera association for environmental edu-
cation within the “Live Water for Municipalities”
project. The Foundation also organised compe-
titions for primary school pupils whose aim is to
promote children’s sensitive relationship to water
and the environment. The Water Guards Club,
which aims to familiarise children in an entertai-
ning manner with water management and arouse

their environmental feelings, was organised by the
Foundation for the sixth year. Over 800 Club mem-
bers receive a Club magazine and other printed ma-
terials several times a year. Children can also find a
large amount of information and entertainment on
the Club’s website —www.klub.pvk.cz.

For the second year the Veolia Foundation suppor-
ted the traditional Golden Nut competition encou-
raging talented and dexterous children from the
age of 6 to 15. The project facilitates development
of the child’s personality and using specific exam-
ples demonstrates that striving for something and
studying makes sense.

Thanks to the Veolia Foundation, Nicholas Winton'’s
children’s book “Lottery of Life” was published. The
book depicts the fate of hundreds of Jewish chil-
dren whose lives were saved from the Nazis by Mr.
Winton, who brought them to Great Britain.

In 2005 the Foundation also supported university
students. As in previous years it contributed to
students’ scientific research at the Institute of Che-
mical Technology in Prague.
